8. Unfinished business if any 
1. Website – several lot owners have yet to accept the invitation to join the website.  The web address is www.pbu2hoa.com. Emails have been sent out a couple of times to some lot owners.  Please check your spam folders to see if they have been sent there. All business documents are housed here.  Our goal is to conducted business in a transparent manner that is assessable by all. You can save the site to your “favorites” for easy access. 

9. New business:
a. Weed Control – 
1. HOA members ~ Any interest in joining forces to see if we can get group pricing to spray our front lawns at the same time from the same company for 2024?  
a. Mixed reactions.  Some use weed spray and others don’t. 
b. It was recommended that a contractor page be set up on the Website to include recommendations from lot owners to their neighbors.  Jackie will set this up. 

b. Common Area Maintenance & Parking Issues – Bid(s) to cover existing rock with new weed barrier, river rock and a few boulders to deter cars from parking in our landscaping. Hold for bid from Better View Landscaping and Maintenance (Alonso Arreola – currently maintains the common area.)

c. Asphalt maintenance – bid(s) to fill cracks in the street.

1. Gaylord Asphalt didn’t reply to our request to bid but had in the past and are higher than Action Asphalt
2. Action Asphalt – Bid came in just under $7,000.  It’s imperative that all lot owners pay their dues on time so that we can proceed with this project.  The Board reiterated the need to have enough money in the operating account to proceed. We are tentatively scheduled for July 10, 2023. Jackie will confirm with Action Asphalt by July 5th.  If the work doesn’t get done the asphalt will continue to deteriorate and cost more to repair in the future. 

d. Declaration of Restrictive Covenants – compliance. It’s been observed that several front yards are full of weeds and in need of general maintenance. A few neighbors have trailers and/or motor homes in their front yards or driveways as well. 
1. 2.4j & 3.5- Yard Appearance /Duties & Responsibilities- 
a. Weeds are overgrown.  All lot owners are responsible for the upkeep of their lots.  Let’s keep our neighborhood clean and attractive. 
2. 2.4k - Vehicles – Campers and trailers. 
a. It’s been observed that there are a couple of trailers parked in driveways/yards which is not allowed under the Covenants as well as motor home(s) exceeding the allowed time frame to be parked on the property (24hrs). 

3. There are three courses of action:
1. Do nothing which puts us at risk for not being able to enforce the Covenants at all. 
2. Enforce the Covenants as is. 
3. Change the Covenants.  This would require 2/3 votes to amend. 

Jackie will send out a survey via the website for lot owners to participate.
